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The facility's program accomodates the users
of the golf course with such amenities as pro-
shop retailing, changerooms, washrooms and
dining and bar areas. The client also required
administration space for daily operation.

The design of the landscaping was co-
ordinated with the golf course to controll traffic
flows to and from the club and course.

The overall building form reflects a residential
one. Large overhangs allow for cover of the
deck area during inclement weather. The
building is clad in band saw cut wood siding
and metal roof.

Interior spaces were organized for ease of task
and placed adjacent to supporting spaces. Public
spaces contain exposed wood found in structural
members, which evoke a warm and relaxing
atmosphere. The walls in this area are made up
of mainly glass, therefore allowing natural light
to penetrate in and bringing the users closer to
the outside natural environment.  A  fireplace
clad in locally found flagstone is located centrally
within the west wall. The pro-shop space derives
the necessary income to support the operation
of the facility. With such importance, the pro-
shop area has been designed using current
merchandising design principals that sees little
storage space, but most stock on display.
