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This project renovated and added to the existing
health centre located within the Kettle and Stony
Point  community.

The funding arrangement for this project was the
first of its kind in bringing together three funding
agents: Health Canada, Ministry of Health
represented by North Lambton Community Health
Centre and the First Nation. Our experience with
various funding agents and our close working
relationship with the project team allowed us to
ensure proper address of  funding requirements in
the design and budget.

The existing building's structure was kept and
exterior materials and interior finishes stripped,
therefore eliminating visible differentiation between
the two buildings. The final design of the new floor
plan sets up two zones - one for the Kettle Point
Health and the other for the provincial program.
Each area can be accessed at any time of day.
Exam rooms and other public areas are located
near entrances, to ensure the privacy of the
remaining users of the facility.
