The project was completed as an initiative
through Health Canada's, Medical Service
Branch. Our office worked with the Client and
Health Canada to develop a design concept
that incorporated holistic views in the provision
of health services and the incorporation of local
cultural expression. The cultural expression was
addressed through:

* the orientation of the buildng with
respect to the path of the sun and
the direction of prevailing winds,

* the use and expression of natural
materials in the construction

* the incorporation of a positive
relationship to the outdoors
through the use of windows,
canopies and seasonal outdoor
areas.

The addition provided space for offices and
program delivery, while the existing building was
partially renovated to accomodate reception,
lobby/ waiting areas and additional washrooms.

The design relocated the main entrance to the
east side of the building to provide NNADAP
program participants and staff discreet access/
exit. The interior finishes and exterior cladding
were co-ordinated to match existing materials
to ensure visual continuity. The siting of the
additions was determined by the St. Clair River
placing them on angle to each side of the the
existing building.
