The Learning Centre is located above the village of
Wikwemikong The use of local quarried stone and post
and beam timber frames reflect the rural setting of
Wikwemikong overlooking Smith Bay.  The school's
architectural form is derived from thesites geography
as it aligns with existing contours and maximizes views
of the water.

This project was funded using an alternative fiscal
model which is now being considered by many other
First Nation communities.  It is based on the redirection
of existing operational funds to construct on-reserve
schools. Two Row Architect initiated and supported this
process by establishing preliminary budgets, cash flow
projections and construction schedules.
